Rajan Syal, CEO of FMSCI was excited by the prospect of a bigger and better championship in 2012 and said, “We are committed to improving rallying in the country and giving it a clear structure is surely the best way forward. We formed a committee to address the challenges faced and I am extremely satisfied with the recommendations made. Rallying is the backbone of motorsport and we will ensure that we focus on making it a success in the country. In addition we are close to signing a new promoter and title sponsor for the series which will be announced in the next couple of weeks.”
The 2012 Rally Championship will comprise of:

· IRC (INDIAN RALLY CHAMPIONSHIP) – Homologated FIA N & N4 cars up to 2000 cc. International Zone Drivers eligible to take part in addition to Indian drivers. 

  

· INRC (INDIAN NATIONAL RALLY CHAMPIONSHIP) – Group N 1601-2000cc, 2wd Homologated cars only. 

  

· JINRC (JUNIOR INDIAN NATIONAL RALLY CHAMPIONSHIP) – For drivers below 27 years of age as on 01/06/2012 – Group N up to 1600cc, 2wd homologated cars only.

· Indian Drivers will have to register with the FMSCI to be eligible for Overall and Class Championships. 

  

· The Highest Placed INDIAN DRIVER in the Overall Championship standings will be crowned the INDIAN NATIONAL RALLY CHAMPION 2012

A finisher’s bonus per round is also on offer for the first time to the first 30 cars in the Overall Classification who will be given a Bonus of Rs. 25,000/- each. 
The Chairman of the Rally Commission, Manjeev Bhalla added, “The FMSCI hopes the initiatives taken this year will encourage auto manufacturers to enter the exciting discipline of Rallying. 2012 will see the introduction of Night stages with the Super Special Stage (SSS) to run on the Friday night at each event make it an even better spectacle. The SSS and Power Stages will also carry bonus points making drivers push that extra bit through them. The JINRC winner will also be rewarded with a drive in the 2000cc N Category in 2013, so there’s definitely something in it for every competitor.”

President of the FMSCI, Vicky Chandhok added that, “While we are obviously happy with the FMSCI getting a new rally promoter as soon as the old contract expired, we have to ensure that all the organisers of the championship events also raise the bar substantially bearing in mind that it is only better events that will attract increased participation."
The Championship is slated to kick off in June, 2012 with the proposed dates and venues of the 6 Round calendar to be finalized by the 24th of March. 
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
